Technical tests – IML assessment
The tests listed below will be conducted during the IML assessments and are required to be passed for gaining the certification as an IML.
As the process for becoming an International Natureguide are only consisting of two final assessments, you will have to train and prepare for passing these tests individually.
By signing and handing in this application form, you confirm that you are familiar with these tests and are prepared to fulfil them during the assessment.
· Speed Navigation Test: Test of navigational skills during a limited time using fixed check points marked on a map. Map scale will be 1:50.000 
Speed limit is calculated at 4kph + 1min per contour crossed uphill + 10% margin.
· Avalanche Transceiver Search Test: Test of skills with avalanche transceiver in a set-up training field at 50 x 50m. Where 2 buried transceivers in backpacks at 0,5m depth shall be located with the probe in under 8min with a starting distance of 50-80m away from the training field.
· Fitness Test: Test of physical ability in mountainous terrain where the candidate needs to be able to walk a snow free route for a period of minimum 6h, carrying a backpack of minimum 8-10kg at an average speed of 5kph on the flat, while ascending a minimum of 1500m at a minimum rate of 500m ascent per hour.
